Illustrations
Graphs
· Create in Excel, R, or GraphPad Prism
· Use Helvetica for all fonts
· Use standard deviations for error bars
· Always include a legend for any information that is not clearly labeled
· There should be x- and y-axes with tick marks on the outside and labeled values
· Bars in bar charts should be outlined in black
· All graph elements (axes, tick marks, text) should be black, not grey
· Do not use:
· Grid lines on graphs
· Shadow effects
· Importing into vector graphics program (e.g., Inkscape, Biorender, Adobe Illustrator)
· Check to be sure the colors are accessible (e.g., Illustrator: View: Proof Colors)
· Add any additional information (e.g., statistically significant differences) 
· Neaten up- adjust line widths, spacing, etc. Be EXTREMELY careful to not change the relative locations of data points, bar heights, or error bars relative to the axes!
Figures

· Use Helvetica for all fonts
· Font size should be no smaller 8 pt
· Importing into vector graphics program (e.g., Inkscape, Biorender, Adobe Illustrator)
· Check to be sure the colors are accessible (e.g., Illustrator: View: Proof Colors)
Tables
· Use Helvetica for all fonts
· Build in either Excel (if large) or Word (if smaller, i.e., less than 1 page)
· Font size should be no smaller 9 pt
· Title should be at tope in bold
· Any information relative to particular cells should be indicated using superscript symbols (like asterisks) and clarified at the bottom
