Protocol for Minimal Media Plates

Preparing M9 Salts
1. In a 1 L flask: 
· add 64g of sodium phosphate
· Add 15g of potassium phosphate 
· Add 2.5g of sodium chloride 
· Add 5.0g of Ammonium chloride 
· Add 1L of diH2O
2. Stir contents for  ~5-10’ on hot plate
3. Autoclave for 15-20 minutes 
4. Divide salt solution into 200 ml aliquots 
Combine M9 Salts, agar and H2O 
In a separate 500 mL flask: 
· Add 100 mL of M9 salts
· Add 6g of Agar
· Add 390 mL of H2O
Stir contents on hot plate on low heat for 10 minutes and autoclave contents on liquid 30’ cycle
Adding glucose, MgSO4, and CaCl2
When flasks are cool, add the following contents aspectically in each flask: 
· 1 mL of 1M MgSO4
·  50 uL of 1M CaCl2
· 500 uL of Kanamycin 
· 10 mL of 20% sucrose 
Stir on hot plate until contents are mixed and pour ~24 mL into each round plate
